Using TRAC

Library members can search for and request books from the TRAC catalogue online. Go to the Marigold website, then click on “search the catalogue”, or go straight to www.tracpac.ab.ca. Play around with it, exploring all the things you can do; the site was recently expanded. You can just enter a keyword to search, or go to advanced search to enter a title/author. You can narrow a search, for just a book or DVD eg., or juvenile (children’s) fiction.

Before placing a request you can see if your library has it, by clicking Where is it?  Clicking on Full Display gives more details, and a new feature is the ability to link straight to Author read-alikes in NoveList, which finds similar authors you might enjoy.

You can also change the date to activate your request, if you’ve found a number of books you want but don’t want them to all come at once. Or you can create and save a list.

You can keep track of what books you have out, and renew any that are overdue.

Your librarians will be happy to help you explore this great service for library members.
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Many great movies begin life as a book. Books are made into movies because they are wonderful stories, and a movie can tell that story with a more immediate impact which attracts a wider audience. But books generally have more depth, detail and insight into the characters than a movie. That’s why people often say “the book was better than the movie”. Denise’s Pick 
The first in a trilogy by Stieg Larsson, The Girl With the Dragon Tattoo tells the story of the disappearance of teen heiress, Harriet Vanger, from her family’s remote island retreat north of Stockholm 40 years ago.  Now her octogenarian uncle and industrialist, Henrik Vanger, has hired an unusual duo to find out what happened to his beloved great-niece before he dies.  Mikael Blomkvist, a financial journalist who has recently been sentenced to jail for libel, and Lisbeth Salander, a multi-pierced, tattooed  computer hacker,  gradually uncover a festering tangle of family corruption and dark secrets.  You’ll probably never meet a more unlikely detection team than Blomkvist and Salander!  The unusual chemistry and motivation behind their joint efforts directs the story into many unexpected and interesting directions.  
Stieg Larsson gives as much attention to his characters and their development as most mystery novelists do to their plots.  I enjoyed this book a lot and am looking forward to reading the second and third books in the series.   Unfortunately, Stieg Larsson died shortly after delivering the manuscripts for all three books in the Millennium Trilogy.
